Tenmangu. It boasts more than 20 types of rides that small children can
safely enjoy. The sky ship, which lets families feel as though they are
strolling through mid-air, is said to be the most popular.

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6 min walk from Dazaifu Government Building Ruins Bus stop
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Governing Kyushu during the Nara and Heian periods, this place played an important role in western
defense and as a channel for negotiations with foreign countries. In the Manyoshu (Japan’s oldest
anthology of poems) it is called the “distant imperial court”, and the imposing foundations that remain
are a testament to its former scale. The gates, corridors, and remains of the surrounding government
offices have been restored to surface level, and are now maintained as a historic park.

WO K3 mizuki Ruins
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Close to the “Special Historic Site Mizuki Ruins Higashimon-mae” Bus stop
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“It was in the pleasant month of early spring, when the air was soft and the wind was balmy. The plum-blossoms
were white like the powder in front of a looking-glass, and orchid scattered odor like the fragrance left after an
incense-casket.” - This verse is a preface to ‘Thirty-two Poems on Plum Blossoms’ included in Manyoshu
(Collection of Ten Thousand Leaves), which is the oldest collection of Japanese poems and from which the name
of the new Reiwa (Beautiful Harmony) era derives. These Thirty-two Poems on Plum Blossoms were read during
plum flower viewing parties held at the residence of Otomo no Tabito, who was a poet and governor of Dazaifu at
the time.Sakamoto Hachimangu Shrine is said to be part of the remains of Tabito’s residence.
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This is a 1.2 kilometer long defensive fortification (man-made earthworks)
built in the 7th century to defend against possible invasion from Tang
Dynasty China and the Korean kingdom of Silla. Its name, Mizuki (water
castle), comes from the fact that it included a large moat filled with water.
